It took me almost two
years to learn to walk, three months to get the hang of jumping
rope, an entire summer to catch onto playing jacks, and three years
to ride a bike.

Defending Gentile freedom from Hebrew law during the
Jerusalem Council. Attacking spiritual strongholds in city after city,
taking the gospel to cities and countries floundering in darkness.
Sparring with Felix and King Agrippa in Caesarea.

How did he develop the spiritual muscle to engage in such
spiritual sport? Perhaps it has something do with the three years he
spent in Damascus after his conversion, but before beginning his mis-
sionary work. | sure would like to know what happened in Damas-
cus. Was he under the tutelage of a spiritual therapist who revealed
the apostle’s weak spots and prescribed spiritual strengthening exer-
cises? Did Paul have to bend in ways he’d never bent before? Was he
stretched to show compassion to those he once despised? Did the
stretching and bending hurt? Did he ever want to quit? What moti-
vated him to keep going, day after day, until he gained muscle and

Ask, and You Will Receive Something Good

One way to simplify your prayer life is simply to ask. Perhaps more
often than we realize, we want God to do something for us or to give
something to us, and yet we haven’t actually asked Him for it. “You do not
have,” says James 4:3, “because you do not ask.” The failure to ask is not the
only reason we do not have, for the Bible has many other things to say about
what we should ask for and why we should ask. In fact, in the very next verse
we read, “You ask and do not receive, because you ask amiss, that you may
spend it on your pleasures.”

Even so, Jesus made some remarkable promises about simply asking
of God in prayer. In the Sermon on the Mount He assured, “Ask, and it will
be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to you.
For everyone who asks receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who
knocks it will be opened” (Matthew 7:7-8).

While any passage on prayer needs to be placed in the context of
the entire Bible’s teaching on the subject, it’s easy to add so many biblical
qualifiers to this broad promise that we end up doubting it more than
believing it. But rather than discourage us from asking, Jesus emphasizes
three times what “will” result from asking, seeking, and knocking at the door
of Heaven. Then to further embolden us, He promises that “everyone who
asks receiveéfemphasis added].

Of course, we may not receive exactly what we ask for. (And | thank
God for this when | remember some of the things I've requested.) But we
will receive something good. For Jesus continued, “Or what man is there
among you who, if his son asks for bread, will give him a stone? Or if he asks
for a fish, will he give him a serpent? If you then, being evil, know how to give
good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father who is in
heaven give good things to those who ask Him?” (verses 9-11).

Because God is good, He will give “good things” to all who ask Him.
We do not know what they are or when He will give them, for the *“good
things” given in answer to many prayers will be seen only in Heaven. But
Jesus says, “Ask.” Simply ask, and you will receive something good.

Page 8 Elder Update

The Elders met once in the month of January:
® We received a report of last year’s finances. We began the year with
about $29,000 in our checking account, and ended the year with about
$8,400. But we had almost $27,000 in one-time building expenses that
carried over from the previous year’s construction. Without these
expenses we would have had a positive income for the year.
®  We heard no comments from the congregation regarding the budget
placed in the bulletin, so we finalized it, with one minor correction,
reducing Pastor Tim’s salary by $700, and putting those funds in the health
insurance category.
® We considered possible improvements to our sound system, including
the purchase of a digital sound board. We will wait on any implementation
until our financial position improves.
® We discussed custodial expenses, and decided to leave our budgeted
amount at $5,500, which reflects an increase over last year’s budget, but is
slightly less than we spent last year.
® We rejoiced most of the money needed for the parking lot lighting has
been received, and on that basis agreed to order the lights. (As of this
newsletter, we still need about $500 to pay for installation of the lights.)
e Steve Darby reported that our idea regarding working with the
Duttons in Mississippi as our National Outreach focus may not be possible.
The nature of their ministry does not lend itself to the sending of regular
teams. We will clarify again with them, and then pursue other options if
necessary.
® Tim reported that we have heard back from the Elders at First EFC,
and January 23 works for them as a date for a joint meal and time of
prayer.
e Tim asked for feedback from the board regarding the Saturday evening
service presentation made during worship January 8, and the feedback from
the Elders, as well as the congregation, was quite positive. With the
exception of the failure to mention the time of the service or the date we
launch! (5:30 p.m. this Saturday, February 4.) Our first month of services
will be “in house,” and we will publicize the service community-wide
beginning in March. Tim mentioned the week-to-week planning group is
Joel & Ester Meeder, Richard and Katie Darby, Amanda Grout, Mick
Johnston, and Nick & Jamie Coleman.
